Reading is a vital skill in today’s society. Why? Give examples.
· You have to get a job; a lot of advertisements are in English!
· School books can sometimes be in English,
· If you want to be updated on the news, you have to read newspapers!
· You have to read manual etc.
· You read a lot on the internet too!


Many people cannot read newspapers, instructions or job adverts. What does that mean?
· Can’t get a job!
· Aren’t able to stay updated on the news, doesn’t have much too talk about with other people if you aren’t updated at all!
· It is difficult to understand how to make things work or how they work if you can’t read instructions.

Not being able to read or only being able to read poorly, is a serious disadvantage. Why? Give examples.
· You will have difficulties getting a job, because you can’t read the advertisements. 
· You won’t be able to fix or understands how anything works, since you can’t understand what the instructions say. 
· You won’t be able to stay updated about the news in the rest of the world
· You won’t be able to read book, for fun, or for information
· You won’t be able to look up things online.

We need to read English textbooks. Why? Give examples.
Of course do we have to read English textbooks, because they usually hold a lot of Grammatik and such, and then you get a lot for free, when you read a text in the textbook! So instead of just reading for fun, you get a lot of information out of the text, while you get training in reading texts. 



Pupils who dislike reading at school may read a lot outside school just for fun. Explain why and give examples.
The books we have at school are books with facts, and some short stories and such.  There are a lot of pupils who gets easily bored by this reading and doesn’t want to read it, but novels and books in general that you can pick yourself is usually fun to read, because you know best what you like to read! 
And when you read something at school, a test follows almost every time, at home you don’t have to worry about that! 


”So maybe it is not important what you read – but that you actually read something?” Do you agree? Why?

I totally agree! To practice reading, you don’t have to be reading thick books packed with facts, you can read short stories or longer novels too, if that is what motivates you too read! Fantasy books and other types of novels, are just as good to read, and I think that you should read whatever you want, because every sentence you read, counts! 

What do you think about this statement about reading in school?

”They don’t do whole books any more, they just do a slice of the book and look for the adjectives and underline the verbs and that sort of thing. That’s going to put anybody off, isn’t it?”

I think that reading should be fun as well as educating! The school is way too focused on finding the meaning with the text and examining it to the core, that we forget to enjoy the reading. When did ever a teacher ask you if you enjoyed the text, and why?  The focus is so much more on that we have to look into the text, and then you might easily get bored by reading!

Discuss and reflect upon:

· A student who is a good reader is more likely to do well in school and pass exams than a student who is a weak reader.
· Good readers can understand the individual sentences and the organizational structure of a piece of writing. They can comprehend ideas, follow arguments, and detect implications. They know most of the words in the text already, but they can also determine the meaning of many of the unfamiliar words from the context
· No matter what career you have, reading is needed on the job and in your personal business. Contracts, credit card statements, safety handbooks, software manuals and e-mails from your boss are daily situations requiring you to exercise reading skills.

· How to become a good reader:
· Increase your vocabulary by keeping a dictionary handy, maintaining a list of new words, and knowing the origin of words.
· Know what and why you’re reading. Preview the material, especially when studying.
· To improve your reading speed, practice for about 15 to 30 minutes each day, checking your rate in words-per-minute. Check your comprehension by summarizing what you read.
· Reread the material. It is okay to reread something if you do not understand it fully the first time.
· Go to the library and pick up lots of books. Pick books depending on your reading level, no matter what your age.
· Practice! The more you read, the better reader you'll become (and smarter, too)! So, feed your mind: read!

Phillip Pullman speaks warmly about libraries. Why? 
He criticises the school for not giving the pupils enough opportunity to read just for the joy of it. He thinks that libraries are better at that.

Because at the libraries you can read whatever you want, not just some books in the curriculum! He believes reading should be fun, not forced!

Who is Phillip Pullman?
· Born in Norwich in 1946, and educated in England, Zimbabwe, and Australia, before his family settled in North Wales.

· He found his way into the teaching profession at the age of 25, and taught at various Oxford Middle Schools
· Published nearly twenty books, mostly of the sort that are read by children
