EXPLORE – ENGLISH EXAMINATION

The topic I got was explore, this is such a big theme and I had many opportunities when I was going to choose what I wanted to focus on. I came to my mind and I choose to focus on “what is the reason people want to discover more of the dangerous sides of the world? And how can we say that these so-called discoveries has influenced the world we live in today?” So within the next 15 minutes I’m going to talk about:

WE ARE CURIOUS:
Of nature, humans have always been curious on everything and we have especially been curious on exploring the world. These days almost 50 % of the Norwegian families travels on vacation every year, exploring have always been fun and I love traveling and to be on a place that I’m not used to be on. But I want to look more on dangerous trips like climbing Mount Everest and going to Antarctic and the North Pole. From the early 1900´s people had tried to climb Mount Everest, but not before in 1953 it happened.  60 years ago Sir Edmund Hillary and Sherpa Tenzing Norgay got historic. After a year of planning and seven weeks of climbing they reached the top of the world's highest mountain, Mount Everest, as the first ones in the history. When they came home after this adventure people were curious and they were treated like big celebrities. We think it´s awesome that they are taking so many risks and expanding their horizons that we want to learn more about it.  After they came home people got hope that “if they made it now, we can make it as well” and they got a feeling of safety because finally someone had survived the trip.

THE FIRST ONES TO….. :
People love competition – and of course winning. We like to be the first person in goal. The Norwegian explorer Roal Amundsen and the Englishman Robert Scott lead two separate expeditions to be the first people to reach the South Pole, as you probably know, Roald Amundsen and his men where the first one on the South Pole and they won. I think it must have been scarier leading these trips before and people didn´t have the nuts to do it – except some people. But now that we have more experience from other people that have been on places like the South Pole before, more and more people are taking these dangerous risks because they have a feeling that it´s safer. These days the most places like the longest rivers, the highest mountains and longest stretch on ski has been performed, but there are still things that people do to be the first ones to – like not a long time ago there were a 12 year old boy that was the youngest one climbing up to Mount Everest and there is a man that has a record leading 21 succeed trips to Mount Everest. People get motivation and fascinated these days and they want to be the first ones to do things and that´s the reason why they want to do it, because they like the feeling of winning. Also if you are the first of some kind, it will be easier since your sponsors can expect media and media will then market for the sponsors companies. That´s why we often witness record attempts of all kinds. This is a good way to money and fame. 

RISKS: 
When you are out on adventures you have to take risks- risks that may change you and your families’ lives, risks that may kill you. Most of the people these days are willing to take these risks because they want to do the thing they love and they think that when the odds are on the plus side with many more survivors than people that did not make it they can make it. I think it's crazy that they are willing to risk their life because of these dangerous things, but if you think about it there are many dangerous things in life- driving a car, going out alone and going to the shopping center and so on. These things also have a risk and we are all willing to take these just like people are willing to explore a dangerous trip. There are many risks, like never coming back and like not having a job anymore. I think that people these days loves taking risks sometimes, and when day have made it once they will probably never quit taking them. 

THE AMAZING FEELING CALLED ADRENALIN:
An adventurer lives a risky life where they are pushing physical limits and exposing them self to great risk of injury. An important part of extreme sport is the mentally experience, what we call adrenalin-kick, is what athletes get in nerve racking situations. Some example on extreme sport is climbing in mountains, skydiving, paragliding, rafting and surfing. In an interview with the Norwegian outdoor person Cecilie Skog VG asked her about her adrenalin-kicks. Cecilie answered that the kick gets her up to make it every time she is in a dangerous situation and it gives you a lot of power when you are out on an dangerous trip. Cecilie also said that if it haven´t been for adrenalin-kick many people would never survive these dangerous trips. So maybe not so many people would travel if we didn´t have adrenalin kick? 

EXPLORING THE WORLD:
